New Business

Orders for bulk patches at a one time fee of $45 as a new chapter.  Order must all go in at the same time and through the chapter.  Small rockers and additional patches can also be purchased.  Year rockers are received when Star membership is renewed.  Sharon knows a firm that stitches on patches; also Sue can put patches on as well.  Chapter patch can go anywhere on the vest, nothing can go above the Star patch

Ride schedule will be added to the website, problem with displaying actual events.  Christine will look into this.  

Would like to have the capacity to automatically generate email to members for unscheduled rides or events.  Currently not a web function, but the individual can set up a group email to notify members.  

June 20th, (Fathers Day) Chapter 317 is having a Charity ride for the Heritage Foundation; registration can be done on line.  Registration fee is $20 before June 1at, after that it is $25.  Lunch and raffle prices are included.  This is an unsanctioned ride.

Clarification of sanction rides – need to be posted ahead of schedule.  In the future, we will vote at the beginning of the year Chapter.  90% or the rides after our meetings will be sanctioned.  There is a three ride rule (does not specify whether it is a sanctioned ride) after joining Star.    Today’s ride is not a sanctioned ride.  Some rides are already on the calendar and have been identified as sanctioned rides.

Membership criteria

Criteria is 40% rides and or 40% of meetings to meet quota for a member in good standing (eligible to vote).  If there is a legitimate excuse, let one of the officers know ahead of time and an excused can be granted.

It was noted that this is a family oriented chapter and some members do not ride bikes.  Motion was made to not include riding in cars as part of the ride quota.  Motion was seconded.   After discussion the motion was withdrawn.

Road captain report

Yamaha bikes are 6 miles off, no speeding.  Rides will leave on time, arrive with full tank and ready to go.  New riders, keep eyes on the road captain, use hand signals (expect new riders to use bike signals) watch lights.  Problems will be addressed at meetings. Sheppard to keep new members comfortable, tail gunner will be on guard.  If need to slow down, Sheppard or tail gunner will accompany.   Prior to ride hand signals will be reviewed and are standard for all rides.  Communication is a must.
