New Business 

Introduction of Todd Nash – Invitation to join May 22 –Extra Mile Fund run to support McLaren Hospital.  Funds go towards cancer treatment, nutrients, and transportation cost to aid patients.   The fund provides supplements the Living Tree Fund.  Monies stay at McLaren Hospital and does not go out of the network.   Not exclusive to one specific cancer.  The ride is not Harley exclusive. Monies raised will not be going to the club    The ride will start at Shiawasse Harley Davidson (same exit as Burch Run Expo Center - $10 per bike and $5 for the passenger.  If you go by car to the club house then it is $5 to get in.     It will be a 40 mile ride-escorted ride; are trying to get the Genesee county police bike club to join.  Staging will be at noon –pullout about 1;00. There will be raffles, food and beverages for sale, live band, auction from donated items and dealership has donated about $150 worth of merchandise.  Ride will end at 2:00 at VFW Hall in Mt. Morish.  We have been a club since 1966 and founded in Detroit.  Our charter is a family charter and not a 1% club.
